You must explain how arches are 
formed and include the PROCESSES 
of corrasion and hydraulic pressure. 
You could also mention WEATHER-
ING by frost, salt and marine crea-
tures. 

You need to explain how the cove 
was formed. Explain the erosion proc-
esses of corrasion, hydraulic action 
and attrition on the beach. You might 
also explain cliff retreat at the back of 
the cove and weathering on the wave 
cut platform. 

Include a geology map here and 
explain how the rock types have 
been very important in the for-
mation of these two features. 

You must try to imagine what 
will happen to Durdle Door 
and Lulworth Cove in the fu-
ture and describe/explain your 
ideas.
